Principals Report 

A Merit Excursion to the 10 pin 

Bowling Alley is organized for the last 

Tuesday of term.  This excursion will 

be free and children will only need to 

bring the money they wish to spend at 

the Canteen.  All students have been 

told that they have two weeks to earn 

their Gold award and qualify for the 

excursion.  Those children who have 

chosen to try for their gold award have been given a number of 

goals they need to achieve in order to qualify.   The K/1 class 

are using a sticker chart to select those students who have 

made a big effort over the last two weeks before the excursion. 

Preparations are well on the way for the construction of the 

new library at the front of the school.  Work will commence in 

the next few months. The new library will be of brick 

construction. The old library will be stripped of shelving and a 

wall removed to create a performance area.  This will be a 

great facility for assemblies and performances.  

NAPLAN testing results will have been sent to parents this 

week.  This test provides statistics for the department to 

allocate resources.  On the whole our students have done 

extremely well.   

Parents need to remember that this is a test which is very 

demanding and time consuming.  Some students will not have 

performed as well as they are capable of on the day.  If you 

are concerned about your child's performance you should talk 

to the teacher or myself.  In many cases we will have 

standardized testing carried out by the school which will give 

you additional information about your child's performance. 

The school will analyse the NAPLAN results in terms of every 

child's strengths and weaknesses and design programs to 

improve  in those  areas of weaknesses.   In my discussions 

with the Area Director, each child's performance is discussed 

and the strategies needed to improve performances identified.  

This process is also part of the schools responsibility as part of 

the Priority Schools Program which provides money  for the 

school to use to improve student outcomes. 

In a few weeks a nine week intensive remedial program is  

coming to an end.  The school will have expended some $8-

$9000 on special programs which target individual student 

needs.  This program has shown excellent results with all of 

the students involved in the program making significant gains.
